Winter Session 

 

WHAT:  TaeKwonDo  

STARTS: January 11th 

WHEN:  Mondays for 8 weeks 

AGES:  4 years old + 

DESCRIPTION: A form of martial arts using physical activity and life skills of confidence, respect, honesty, 

and discipline in teaching children to believe in themselves. Students receive their own uniform as part 

of the program. 

 

WHAT:  Introduction to Fashion Art 

STARTS: January 11th  

WHEN:  Mondays for 6 weeks 

AGES:  3rd-6th grade   

DESCRIPTION:  Students learn the ins and outs of fashion design by using their creative voice to diagram 

their ideas and create a portfolio of their own. Included in program is a sketchbook, portfolio, and art 

supplies.  

 

WHAT:  Explore Art! 

STARTS: January 20th 

WHEN:  Wednesdays for 9 weeks 

AGES:  K-2nd grade 

 

DESCRIPTION:  A step-by-step program that allows students to draw objects of interest, starting from a 

basic outline to a finished masterpiece, typically four years beyond student age levels. 

 

 

WHAT:  Mad Science 

STARTS: January 26th 

WHEN:  Tuesdays for 6 weeks 

AGES:  1st – 5th grades 

 

DESCRIPTION:  Children experience the concept of discovery through hands-on-activities, amazing 

demonstrations and take home activities.   
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WHAT:  Creative Cooking 

STARTS: January 5th 

WHEN:  Tuesdays for 5 weeks 

AGES:  K-4th grade 

 

DESCRIPTION:  Children are introduced to basic preparing and cooking techniques. Menus include a 

breakfast, lunch, dinner, snack and dessert. Students also learn how to use several different kitchen 

utensils as they make their favorite foods.   

 

 

WHAT:  After School Art 

STARTS: January 7th for 10 weeks 

WHEN:  Thursdays  

AGES:  3-5th grade 

 

DESCRIPTION: Students expand on art concepts used during the school day, with the ability to develop 

their creativity and art form further each week. Works of art are produced displaying fine tuned skills. 

 

 

WHAT:  Show Choir I 

DATES:  January 12th – May 7th  

WHEN:  Tuesdays 

AGES:  3rd- 5th grade 

 

DESCRIPTION:  Students get to play their favorite characters in a fairy tale production. 

 

 

WHAT:  Show Choir II 

DATES:  January 21st- May 7th 

WHEN:   Thursdays 

AGES:   1st and 2nd grade 

 

DESCRIPTION: Students use their knowledge of Mother Goose rhymes to practice and perform “Rockin’ 

with Mother Goose.”
